On March 3, 2010, the Pipeline & Hazardous Materials Safety Administration (PHMSA) issued 
a Notice of Probable Violation and Proposed Compliance Order (Notice) to Greka Energy, 
CPF 5-20 I 0-00 1 O. The Notice, which concerned a May 2008 inspection of your Orcutt Hill to 
Suey Junction Pipeline System in Santa Maria, California, alleged that Greka Energy had not 
established a Damage Prevention Program as required by 49 C.F.R. §192.416(b) and (c).
