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Results and Conclusions: 
Commitments for renewed project participation have been solicited from three ILI vendors, and discussions are on-going with two additional vendors to establish commitments.  The development of the PRCI specimen catalogue has been completed and submitted, which consists of a listing of the holdings of the PRCI Technology Development and Demonstration Center.  The available pipe specimen data has been evaluated with respect to pipe diameter and wall thickness; steel grade and vintage; and, defect types. A preliminary design for the test facility has been prepared and submitted for comment.

Information pertaining to existing pull test facilities and industry requirements is being collected.


Plans for Future Activity: Planning is underway to arrange facility site visits to conduct audits and collect detailed information on those capabilities.  Pipe sample acquisition and characterization will continue at the PRCI Technology Development Center.  Final technical specifications for the pull test facility will be established.  A detailed project schedule with critical dates is being refined.  A quarterly review with PHMSA personnel will be scheduled.
