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Dear Mr. Pearson: 
 
On October 26, 2010, representatives of the Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration 
(PHMSA) pursuant to Chapter 601 of 49 United States Code inspected Magellan Midstream Partners, 
L.P.’s asset, Magellan Terminal Holdings, L.P.’s (Magellan), in New Haven, Connecticut.   
 
As a result of the inspection, it appears that you have committed probable violations of the Pipeline Safety 
Regulations, Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations.  The items inspected and the probable violations are: 
 
1. §195.404 Maps and Records. 
 (c)  Each operator shall maintain the following records for the periods specified; 
 (3)  A record of each inspection and test required by this subpart shall be maintained for at 

least 2 years or until the next inspection or test is performed, whichever is longer. 
 
Magellan failed to maintain records of inspections required by §195.432(b) for at least 2 years.   
 

Magellan’s Monthly Tank Inspection records noted the general condition of paint coating on Breakout 
Tank # 3H was inadequate from the period 2008 to 2010.   

• At the time of the PHMSA inspection, the PHMSA representative asked if the deficiencies had 
been remediated.   

• The Magellan representative stated that the records were completed incorrectly and based on their 
procedures, the general condition of the paint coating should have been stated as “adequate” and 
therefore no remediation was required.   

• Therefore, the records were incorrect.   

Incorrect records do not provide an adequate basis for taking appropriate actions to ensure pipeline 
integrity. 
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
