For purposes of grants eligibility, communities are defined as cities, towns, villages, counties,
parishes, townships, and similar governmental subdivisions, or consortiums of such subdivisions. A
nongovernmental group of individuals is eligible for a grant under the TAG program if its members are
affected or potentially affected individuals who are incorporated as a nonprofit organization in the state
where they are located.
