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Funds and Work Completed During this Quarterly Period 

1) Summary of Initial Findings
Eleventh quarter activities included completing the Phase VII, Task 6 – Technology Transfer Plan, conducting a workshop/seminar, and submitting a draft journal article to the following:

· Pipeline & Gas Journal.  This journal has accepted the article for publication in the December 2016 Edition.
· Pipeline Technology Journal.  This journal is still peer-reviewing the article and a publication date is pending.
· Oil & Gas Journal.  This journal has accepted the article, but a publication date is pending.
· Journal of Pipeline Engineering.  This journal is still peer-reviewing the article and a publication date is pending.
· Oil and Gas Innovation Magazine.  This journal has accepted the article for publication in the November 2016 Edition.  Note that this is an on-line digital-only publication.

2) Technical Committee Meetings
Monthly technical committee meetings were held on July 14, August 11, and September 8, 2016.

3) Report Development 
The final version of the Phase VII, Task 6 Report covering Technology Transfer has been uploaded to the DOT PHMSA project website.

The Technology Transfer Plan has three main areas of focus:

· Article publication in printed and online industry journals, with a focus on those most widely read by engineers and managers responsible for leak detection in the pipeline transportation industry.
· Presentations, papers and panel discussions at industry conferences and forums.
· Seminars and other group workshops for pipeline professionals and other industry stakeholders.  

The draft journal article, “Improving Pipeline Leak Detection System Design, Redundancy and Accuracy” has also been uploaded to the DOT PHMSA project website.

4) Plans for Future Activity
Twelfth quarter activities will involve additional technology transfer and pilot testing/validation. 

Participation in the following pipeline industry conferences has been planned, with a status as noted:

· The Pipeline Safety Trust – October 20-21, 2016 as part of the leak detection panel.  This has been confirmed.
· The API Pipeline Conference 2017 – being planned in collaboration with the API, most probably as part of a leak detection panel.  
· The INGAA Annual Meeting, November 2016 – confirmed as part of a workshop on safety systems on natural gas pipelines.
· The AGA Measurement Meeting, October 2016 – confirmed as part of a workshop on system balancing on natural gas pipelines.

Additional opportunities to present the findings and results of the project at conferences will continue to be explored.

A half-day workshop covering this project has been tentatively scheduled by Kiefner and Associates in Houston for November 10, 2016.  Invitations have been sent and it will be held subject to a minimum headcount.

There has been interest and we are currently planning two briefings at Washington State and New York State regulators’ regularly scheduled pipeline workshops.

Individual operator outreach is being offered, including specialized workshops on-site.  One of these was completed on August 30, 2016.  This was a half-day combined PHMSA Project and LDP Preparation Seminar.

A second major pipeline operator is also planning a one-day in-house combination PHMSA Project and API RP 1175 Seminar.  

Additional opportunities to present the findings and results of the project at seminars, courses and workshops will continue to be explored.
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
