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Progress to Date

All of the deliverables for the second quarter were accomplished by quarter end (12/31/08). The complete details of these activities are included in the Quarterly Report for this period.  The main accomplishment of the past quarter was the completion of the majority of equipment construction for lab tests, and the installation of test specimens at a field site.  

Cyclic loading and mechanical testing will commence during the upcoming quarter. 
Results from the work so far completed independently by cofunding partner DNV R&I – USA will be presented at NACE Corrosion 2009 in a paper titled “Performance of Composite Materials in Corrosive Conditions: Cathodic Disbondment of Composite Materials and Modeling of a Composite Repair Patch for Pipelines”.
