Results and Conclusions:  Detailed planning for the first field demonstration of the combined crack and mechanical damage sensors on the Explorer 20/26 robotic platform continued during this period.  The necessary pipeline fitting has been ordered and preparations have been initiated as we work closely with the host company to work out details for this deployment.   It is anticipated that the demonstration will take place in July 2014.   Planning for the other three program demonstrations has been initiated and tentative agreements exist for the other demonstrations.  Despite the delay in carrying out the first demonstration, we expect that the remaining demonstrations will be carried out within the original program timeframe.              

Plans for Future Activity:  In the next reporting period, planning of the first demonstration will continue and the tool will be prepared for its deployment.
