Results and Conclusions:  The sensor and platform was prepared for a field deployment to the NYSEARCH Test Bed in late July 2014.  The deployment was successful and allowed the finalization of the design of the crack sensor.  The crack sensor was then assembled in its final configuration, and sensor and platform were then prepared for the second field deployment, under live conditions, which is scheduled for early September 2014.  Planning for the remaining two program demonstrations continued and tentative agreements exist with the host companies.
